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umns and book-length journalistic studies of Canadian politics and public policy. Through-
out his extraordinary career, Camp always found time to encourage and support young 
journalists. The Dalton K. Camp Endowment in Journalism provides funding for 
scholarships and bursaries for journalism students, for the development of journalism 
internships, and for a distinguished lecture series that is broadcast nationally on the CBC.

F. Graduate and Professional Preparation
 
Specific undergraduate course work is often required for admission to graduate and profes-
sional programs. St. Thomas students have the opportunity to include in their undergradu-
ate programs not only the courses required for admission to the St. Thomas professional 
programs, but also those required for a broad range of graduate and professional programs 
offered by other Canadian universities. Examples of the professional programs for which St. 
Thomas students can qualify include:
