Students will be required to complete 36 credit hours of Communications and Public Policy
(COPP) courses and 24 credit hours of courses in one of ve Focus Areas. These Focus Areas
are: Politics and Governance; Law and Justice; Social Policy and Social Justice; Science,
Technology, and the Environment; and International Relations. The courses to support

these Focus Areas are drawn from a variety of disciplines at St. Thomas University, ensuring
that students participate in the breadth and depth of the liberal arts experience. Normally,
students will choose a Focus Area during the winter semester of the rst year in the program
and will begin assembling the courses in their Focus Area during the fall semester of second
year.

POLS-3613. Model United Nations

This course will prepare students for participation in a Model United Nations, either Cana-
dian or American sponsored. In a model UN simulation, students represent an assigned
country's foreign policy on assigned issues on the UN agenda. The course will begin with an
examination of the UN and its procedures. Subsequent topics will include researching the as-
signed UN issues and the assigned country's policy on them; preparation of working papers
and motions, and strategies for e ective conference participation. Fund raising for the trip
required: half credit course, but meets rst and second terms; limited enrolment.
